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We understand many of you have questions about the status of the pool, and we appreciate your
patience as we work through this process.

Here is the most current information available:
At this time, the Board has received two bids, both proposing repairs to the existing pool in its current size
and configuration:

Bid#1
$525,920 (includes a 5-year warranty with a painted interior)
$616,920 (includes a 25-year warranty with an inter-glass interior)

Bid #2
$412,500 (painted walls, no warranty, and based on the assumption that the existing pump and filtration
systems are fully operational—something we believe is unlikely)

In addition, we are currently awaiting proposals from two other companies that are exploring altemative
designs intended to be more cost-effective.

At the last Board meeting, approval was given to engage a state-certified pool architect to develop plans
forasmaller pool (approximately 28 x 58 feet) without a separate baby pool.

This design would allow for a simpler system, including skimmers rather than gutter drains, which may
significantly reduce overall costs. We will not be able to obtain accurate bids for this option until the
architectural plans are complete.

Unfortunately, given the scope of the work and the timelines involved, it is unlikely that the pool will be
operational this summer. We understand this is disappointing news, but the Board is commmitted to
identifying asolution that is both financially responsible and sustainable for the long term.

Thank you for your understanding and continued support. We will provide updates as more information
becomes available.
